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The letters to Vygotsky you are about to read were written at the end of a 4-week seminar I led in 

the spring of 2024, called “The Problem of the Environment: Vygotsky’s Relevance to our 

World” sponsored by the East Side Institute. Study materials included some of Vygotsky’s 

writings (including his “The Problem of the Environment,” published in 1934), selected chapters 

of the 2020 volume, Revisiting Vygotsky for Social Change (edited by Adolfo Tanzi Neto, 

Fernanda Liberali and Manolis Dafermos), and an article or two of mine.  

The 24 members of the seminar were a diverse group. Some knew Vygotsky well, others not at 

all. They were researchers, scholars, community organizers and activists, teachers and 

psychologists, all passionate about social change. Most were from all over the US, with others 

coming from Brazil, India and Lebanon. We had been having great conversations mostly in our 

live Zoom meetings, but also in the seminar’s Google Group and Jamboard.  

For the last class, I planned to share one my favorite quotes from Vygotsky about revolution and 

history and searched for it in my computer documents. What came up at the top of the search list 

was a short piece I had written way back in 2012 for a book, We Saved the Best for You: Letters 

of Hope, Imagination and Wisdom for 21st Century Educators (edited by Trisha M. Kress and 

Robert Lake). I wrote my little essay as a letter from Vygotsky. That gave me the idea to ask the 

class to write letters—not from Lev, but to him.  

I gave them 10 minutes to write. Then we read all the letters out loud.  

I loved the letters. We loved them. We loved the exercise. We want you to try it and love it. too 

Share with students and invite them to write their own letters to Lev. Email them to me 

(lholzman@eaastsideindtitute.org). I’ll add them to this document and send it back to you for 

you to share and pass along to colleague to do the same. 

We want our words (and how we got there) to inspire you to make this pamphlet a living 

document. Let’s grow it and send across the planet!  

If you want to read my letter from Vygotsky, it’s at the end.

In We Saved the Best for You: Letters of Hope, Imagination and Wisdom for 21st Century Educators 
Eds. Trisha M. Kress & Robert Lake, 2012. 

 

I don’t remember exactly when I made the following statement, which was repeated in print long 

after my death: 

 

To the naive mind, revolution and history seem incompatible.  It believes that 

historical development continues as long as it follows a straight line.  When a 

change comes, a break in the historical fabric, a leap--then this naive mind sees 

only catastrophe, a fall, a rupture; for the naive mind history ends until back again 

straight and narrow.  The scientific mind, on the contrary, views revolution as the 

locomotive of history forging ahead at full speed; it regards the revolutionary 

epoch as a tangible, living embodiment of history.  A revolution solves only those 

tasks which have been raised by history; this proposition holds true equally for 

revolution in general and for aspects of social and cultural life.  (Quoted in 

Levitin, 1982, inside front cover)  

 

During my short life of 38 years, the locomotive of history was traveling at full speed. The 

Bolsheviks seized power in 1917 and there was so much to do to support the Revolution and to 

transform the culture, support people to develop and learn, and create a truly Marxist 

psychology. Although I didn’t know how to do it (it wasn’t knowable; it was only creatable) I 



  

knew it would require a new conception of science, of method, and of human beings. I did what I 

could, with my dedicated colleagues. And then I died. 

 Looking at where we’ve come in 2012, I see how naïve I was. Yes, I was aware, in the 

last decade of my life, how politics and ideology contaminated science and education in my 

country. But I never dreamed that in capitalist America schooling would become utterly and 

completely politicized. That creating new understandings and new kinds of practices of learning 

and development—some of them done in my name—would have so little impact on how schools 

function.  

It seems I was correct about revolution solving those tasks raised by history. But I was 

mistaken in putting my faith in science. I didn’t foresee what science would become—a religious 

worshipping of the ahistorical and acultural particular. I applaud those of you who affirm the 

philosophical and political power of the ontological socialness of human beings. Who insist that 

the creativity and joy of the learning-development dialectical unity of early childhood is a human 

right at any and all ages. And who recognize that this historical task cannot be solved by science 

“alone,” because it is a cultural and political task. I wish you the best.
